Hattersley Community Centre

A circular walk around Hattersley. The walk is short and ideal for
beginners. There are toilet facilities at the community centre.
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Beginners Walks: Hattersley Community Centre

e Turn right out of the Hattersley Community Centre and go through the
shopping precinct to the exit in the top right hand corner.

e Go along the car park to Beaufort Road and turn left, watching for traffic as
you cross the car park entrance.

e Go up Beaufort Road to Stockport Road and cross into Clough End Road.

e Take great care to look out for traffic as you cross and use the central refuge
at the bollards.

e Go down Clough End Road and turn left into Broadbent Grove.

o At the top of Broadbent Grove take the footpath to the right of the houses.

e The path runs parallel to Stockport Road and comes out onto the tarmac road
at Chain Bar Lane.

e Cross this road to use the pavement on the other side, watching for traffic as
you do so.

e Go past the Old Manor House and up the hill, then turn left along the path
leading across the front of the houses on Green Way.

e This brings you to Ashworth Lane.

e Turn left along Ashworth Lane and go up to Stockport Road.

e Cross Stockport Road, keeping a good lookout for traffic and using the traffic
lights and the central pedestrian refuge.

e Continue down Underwood Road, then turn left into Melandra Crescent.

e Go past Hattersley Baptist Church, and turn left again into Bardsley Close.

e Follow the road round to the right and past a small car park.

e Turn left onto the footpath in front of the houses, and follow it back to the
shopping precinct and Hattersley Community Centre.
